Speaker Biography:

Joyce M. Black, RN, PhD

Dr. Black is an Associate Professor in the College
of Nursing at the University of Nebraska Medical
Center in Omaha, Nebraska. Her current funded
research is in the area of deep tissue injury, pressure
ulcers in ICU and intertriginous dermatitis. She is
certified by the American Society of Plastic Surgical
Nurses and the Wound, Ostomy and Continence
Nurses.

Dr. Black is also a Fellow with the American
Practitioners in Wound Care Academy. She serves
as a lead editor of Medical Surgical Nursing, a
textbook for undergraduate nursing students. She is
a Past President of the National Pressure Ulcer
Advisory Panel. Dr. Black served as the co-chair of
the task force to define deep tissue injury and the
chair of the task force to update the definitions of
the stages of pressure ulcers.

Katherine N. Moore RN, PhD

Dr. Moore is a Professor and Associate Dean of
Graduate Studies, Faculty of Nursing and holds an
adjunct appointment with the Division of Urology,
Department of Surgery, Faculty of Medicine at the
University of Alberta in Edmonton, Canada. Her
primary research interests are in treating individuals
with urologic disorders such as incontinence,
urinary tract infections, and prostate cancer. Recent
studies have focused on issues related to indwelling
and intermittent catheterization for those with
neurogenic bladders. In 2007, Dr. Moore was the
proud recipient of the WOCN President’s Award.

Anne Jinbo is a nurse practitioner for Kapi’olani
Medical Specialists in the Pediatric Surgery
Division and practices the full scope of wound,
ostomy, and continence care.

Anne Jinbo works collaboratively with the pediatric
surgeons and urologist in managing patients with
wounds and the medically fragile children with
tracheostomies, gastrostomies, wounds, and urinary
and bowel conditions.
